Beloved in the Lord Jesus Christ, hear the Words of Institution of the Holy Supper
of our Lord Jesus Christ, which the holy apostle Paul records for us in the First Epistle to
the Corinthians, at the eleventh chapter: I have received from the Lord that which I have
delivered unto you. For the Lord Jesus in the night in which He was betrayed, took bread,
and giving thanks He brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body which is broken for you:
this do in remembrance of me. After the same manner also He took the cup, after Supper,
and said, This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in
remembrance of me. ‘

For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye shall proclaim the Lord’s death
till He comes. Now, whoever eats this bread or drinks the cup of the Lord unworthily, is
guilty of the body and the blood of the Lord. But let a man examine himself, and so let him
eat of that bread and drink of that cup. For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily eateth
and drinketh judgement to himself, not discerning the Lord’s body.

That we may now celebrate the Lord’s Supper to our comfort, it is of necessity,
above all, that we rightly examine ourselves beforehand, and second, that we direct the
Supper to the end for which the Lord Christ appointed it, namely, in remembrance of Him.

True self-examination consists of these three parts. First, let each one reflect upon
his sin and condemnation, that he may abhor and humble himself before God, for the wrath
of God against sin is so great that, rather than suffer it to go unpunished, He hath punished
the same in His dear Son Jesus Christ, by the bitter and shameful death of the Cross.

Second, let each one search his heart, whether he also believes this certain promise
of God, that all of his sins are forgiven him, solely through the passion and death of Jesus
Christ; and that the perfect righteousness of Christ is imputed and granted to him as his
own, as though he himself in his own person had paid for all his sins and fulfilled all
righteousness.



Third, let each one search his conscience, whether he is also disposed to show his
gratitude unto the Lord God henceforth with his whole life, and to walk uprightly in His
presence; likewise, whether he unfeignedly and heartily renounces all enmity, jealousy and
hatred, and has an earnest determination to live hereafier in true love and unity with his
neighbor.

Those, now, who are disposed, God will assuredly receive in grace and will recognize
as worthy participants at the Table of His Son Jesus Christ.

That we might now firmly believe that we belong to this covenant of grace, the Lord
Jesus took bread in His last Supper, and giving thanks He brake it, and gave it to His
disciples, and said, “Take and eat: this is my body which is given for you: this do in
remembrance of me.” After the same manner He took the cup after supper, gave thanks,
and said, “Take and drink ye all of it: this cup is the new testament in my blood, which is
shed for you and for many, for the remission of sins: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in
remembrance of me. Which is to say: as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup, you
shall be reminded and assured by this means, as by a sure memorial and pledge, of my
heartfelt love and faithfulness unto you. I give my body to die upon the timber of the
Cross, and shed by blood for the sake of you who must otherwise have perished in eternal
death; and I feed and nourish your hungry and thirsty souls unto eternal life with my same
crucified body and shed blood, as truly as this bread is seen broken to each one, and to
each this cup is glven and you do eat and drink of the same with your mouth in
remembrance of me.’

Through the same Spirit, therefore, we also may be bound together as members of
one body in true brotherly love; thereto, may the Almighty and merciful Father of our Lord
Jesus Christ assist us by His Holy Spirit. Amen. Let us pray.

P: Merciful God and Father, we beseech thee to act upon our hearts by thy Holy
Spirit in this Supper, at which we keep the glorious memorial of the bitter death
of thy dear Son Jesus Christ, that with true faith we may ever more yield
ourselves to Him, and that through the power of the Holy Spirit our weary and
contrite hearts may be fed and quickened by His true body and blood, yea of
Him who is true God and man, the only bread of heaven. Thus may we live no
longer in our sins, but He in us and we in Him, and so truly partake of the new -
and eternal testament and covenant of grace, that we do not doubt that thou
wilt be our gracious Father, nevermore reckoning our sins against us, but
providing us all things for body and soul. Grant us thy grace that we may
cheerfully take up our cross, deny ourselves, confess our Saviour, and in all
tribulations wait with head uplifted for our Lord Jesus Christ out of heaven,
when He will make our mortal bodies like unto his Transfigured and glorious
body and take us to Himself in eternity. Amen.

L: That we may now be fed with Christ, the true bread of heaven. let us not cleave with

our hearts to this external bread and wine, but lift up our hearts and faith into heaven,
where Christ Jesus is our Intercessor at the right hand of His heavenly Father, and
doubt not that through the action of the Holy Spirit, our souls shall be fed and
nourished with His body and blood, as truly as we receive the holy bread and cup in
remembrance of Him.

The bread which we brake is the communion of the body of Christ.

The cup of blessing which we bless is the communion of the blood of Christ.

These are the gifts of God for the people of God: Come, for all is now ready.

(The people who are able come forward, as directed, to the altar and take a piece of
bread and then dip it in the cup, taking the bread and cup together.)
